God gave Noah the plans for the big 
boat. It would be very large. God told 
Noah to build the ark 300 cubits long, 
50 cubits wide, and 30 cubits tall. In 
today’s measurements the ark would have 
measured as much as 510 feet long, 85 
feet wide, and 50 feet tall. God said to 
make three floors, a window on the upper 
level, and a door on the side of the boat.

The ark needed to shelter Noah’s family, 
two of every kind of animal, food, and 
supplies.
